1. Introduction

In the introduction it should be clearly stated that why the study was undertaken. Begin your Introduction by clearly identifying the subject area of interest. Do this by using key words from your Title in the first few sentences of the Introduction to get it focused directly on topic at the appropriate level. This insures that you get to the primary subject matter quickly without losing focus, or discussing information that is too general.

2. Literature Review
Within text of article, references to be cited by last name of author(s) and year of publication. 
For example: 

Author (2006) built a simulation model of a complex semiconductor manufacturing system. 

Author1 and Author2 (2008) used simulation-based optimization methods to analyze complex supply chains.  Author1 et al. (2009) proposed generic interface specifications to enable interoperability among distributed simulation models.

3. Research Methodology / Methods and Materials
how the study was undertaken

4. Results--what was found
5. Discussion--why these results could be significant (what the reasons might be for the patterns found or not found)

6. Conclusions
A brief summary of your research results should be included in this section toward the end of the paper. Finally, you are responsible for language as editors will not check it. Do a spell and grammar check. This is available in Word. 

The following instructions should be followed for preparing the full paper: 

1. Length: Full paper should not be more than six pages in length. 

2. One Column Format: The text should be typed in one column format as shown in this template. The columns are 3.5 inches wide. Except for the first page the column length is 9 inches.

3. Title: Center the title of the paper at the top of the page. It should be typed in capital letters. Use bold, 14 pt Time new Roman font or equivalent for the title.

4. Author names: In the space provided, list the name(s) of all of the author(s) in a single line, separated by commas. Use bold, 12 pt Time new Roman font or equivalent.

4.1. Address: In the space provided, give the affiliation, address of the authors. Use, 10 pt Time New Roman font. Do not repeat the affilaiations if Author belongs to same place. 
4.2. Text: Skip two lines and start the text. The text must be neat and single-spaced. Use 11 pt Times New Roman. 
5. Major Headings: Use bold, 12 pt Time New Roman font or equivalent to type the major headings. Place them flush on the left-hand margin and on a separate line. Only the initial letter of each major word in headings should be capitalized. 
6. Equations: For numbered equations, enclose the number in parentheses, and place it flush with the right-hand margin, e.g.,

H = 0.647 V2/3                                (1)

6.1. Lettering: All lettering of the text should be no smaller than 11 points. The preferred font for the text is Times New Roman.
7. Figures: Figures or photographs must be incorporated electronically into the text. Each figure should be accompanied by a caption indicating its sequence in the order of appearance in the text. For example:
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Figure 1 The Figure should be visible 
8. Tables
It is often advantageous to place information in a tabular format as shown here. Number tables consecutively and use table numbers when referring to a table (Table 1, Tables 2~3 etc.). Use center justification to place the table. Table captions should be written in12 point Times New Roman font and should be placed above the table.

· The first Table you refer to is Table 1, the next Table 2 and so forth.

· Similarly, the first Figure is Figure 1, the next Figure 2, etc.

8.1. Language: Document must be in English, using only standard symbols and abbreviations in the text and illustrations.

9. Presenting Author: At the bottom of the first page and outside the text area, give the information indicated at the bottom left hand corner of the first page of this template.

10. Page numbering: do not number the pages  
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
